California (USC) that will provide a permanent home to its vast
collection. ONE has been housed on the grounds of the USC
campus for over a decade. Now, the collections will become a
permanent part of the USC Libraries, ensuring that the
collection will remain intact and will receive the highest
standards of care.

“ONE has always been recognized as the largest gay archive in
the world,” says Greg Williams, ONE Archives Vice President.
“This material was collected, saved and gifted to us by previous
generations of LGBT activists, and it is this generation’s
responsibility to preserve this material and make it accessible.”
